VENDOR FEES IN GENERAL RENDEZVOUS AREA: covers all three days of space rental AVAILABLE SLOTS
General Food Vendors: 10 x 10+ space fee $400 4

General Merchandise Vendors: 10x10 space fee $250, 10x20 space fee $325, 10x30 space fee $400 10 of each
FINE ARTS TENT: Covered tent space rental quoted on individual basis determined by artist needs 2,800 SF

VENDOR FEES IN OLD WEST TRADER’S CAMP: covers all three days of space rental
Trader Camp Food Vendor Fee: $250 3
Trader Camp Merchandise Vendor Fee: $150 60

(20 merchandise slots in each of 3 camps, 1 food slot in each camp)

Trader Camp Discount: A discounted space fee is offered for merchandise vendors in the camps IF the vendor
sells authentic antique and reproduction 19th century gear and goods, and dresses in period dress. Space is
allotted on a first come basis per vendor needs for set up (i.e. tent size, chuck wagon, teepee, etc)

We will allow one “Chuck Wagon” cook, one "Indian Taco" cook, and one "Mountain Man" style cook, for a total of
three food booths in the Old West Trader's Camp.

All vendors must meet the Mile High Marketplace requirements for liability insurance, sales tax and for food
vendors — local health dept guidelines must be met. Rental items such as tent, tables, chairs, electricity, etc will be
available for additional charges. Fees above are for space rental only. Space sold on a first come basis.
